REGULATIONS

On Basin Working Group

1. The Basin Working Group (BWG) is a voluntary, independent union of citizens, NGOs and local communities, established at the basis of partnership and equity of all its members, who are members of the Ukrainian Rivers Network.

2. In its activity, BWG uses current legislation of Ukraine, Regulations on Ukrainian Rivers Network and Regulations on the Basin Working Group.

3. Goal of the BWG activities is to consolidate and co-ordinate efforts and activities of citizens, NGOs and local communities in the field of improvement of ecological state of small rivers as well as solution of problems in the field of protection of rivers in river basins (Dnipro, Dnister, Southern Bug, Danube, Vistula, Siversky Donets, etc.).

4. Tasks of BWG:

4.1 To stimulate public participation in improving ecological state of rivers, involve URN organizations to this activity by means of support of topical informational networks and participation in relevant informational thematic unions.

4.2 To stimulate public participation of Ukraine in All-European processes “Sustainable Water Use”, “Sustainability in the Issues of Water Protection”, etc. by means of wide propaganda of All-European processes among wide population strata, especially children and youth.

4.3 To establish an independent network of public monitoring of pollution of river valleys, state of wetlands, environmental state of the basins of large rivers of Ukraine.

4.4 To place an Internet-based open database for free of charge use by all stakeholders, citizens and communities.

4.5 To raise a new environmental awareness, new environmental thinking of Ukrainian citizens on the basis of propaganda of scientific-environmental knowledge and educational activities among population.

4.6 To co-operate with all social sectors in order to solve problems in river basin.

4.7 To lobby legislation in the field of environmental protection, health protection and social protection of population, promoting solution of problems, related to negative impact of the state of environment, especially water resources, on population health.

4.8 To develop and present a joint public position towards a problem of water resources in the river basin at all levels.

5. BWG is not a legal entity.

6. BWG unites citizens, NGOs and local communities, worried by the state of river basins in Ukraine, who admit goal and tasks of BWG, know the contains of this Regulation and work actively to solve river problems.

7. Membership in BWG can be acting or associate. Decision concerning inclusion of new members can be adopted virtually or in reality by General meeting.

7.1 Acting membership in BWG is possible for environmental NGO with status of legal entity and starts from the moment of signing Declaration of Endorsement (Agreement about Partnership in frame of BWG).

7.2 Associate membership in BWG is possible for any public unions (territorial communities, local groups, NGOs, etc.), including individuals, working on problems resolution, admit and support the goal and tasks of BWG activities.

7.3 The highest management board of BWG is General meetings of members of organizations – acting members of BWG. The meetings are considered legal, if not less than a half of members of BWG is present. The decisions are made by consensus. General meetings can be held virtually, and in reality depending on the issues, which need to be sorted out:

7.3.1 The competence of real General meetings include conduction of joint projects, their monitoring and reporting, making amendments and annexes to the Regulations and/or Agreement, making decisions about stop of BWG activity.

7.3.2 The competence of virtual General meetings include any current issues, discussion and agreeing of texts of appeals and other documents, adoption of new (or exclusion) of BWG members.

7.3.3 General meetings select a Co-ordination council (not less than 3 persons).

7.3.4 Competence of the Co-ordination council:

A. To prepare an Action plan

B. To collect and analyses proposals from BWG members

C. To organize General Meetings

D. To prepare and send information to BWG members

E. To prepare analytic materials

8. Mechanisms and ethical grounds of partnership of BWG members are regulated by the Agreement on Partnership in frame of WG activity.

9. Co-ordination of BWG activities is done in the borders of one basin.
