Generally approved actions


I Phase

1. Problem identification

2. Discussion (including media)

3. Identification of stakeholders

4. Definition of goal and objectives


II Phase

2. Project development

a) Action plan

b) Budget

c) Donors


III Phase

1. Implementation of preparatory tasks, identified at the first stage

a) Collection of different information about the issue

b) Establishment of target groups

c) Work with decision-makers (local authorities, church servants, control authorities, etc)

d) Forming of public opinion


IV Phase

1. Field surveys (study of issue by means of ecomonitoring)

2. Cameral data processing.


V Phase

1. Writing of grounded proposals and their provision to stakeholders

2. Practical implementation of proposals, especially involvement of additional funds (if needed) and preparation of project on ecoengineering activities.


VI Phase

1. Contacts with specialized sub-contractors

2. Implementation of ecoengineering actions


Special activities

1. Identification of protective lines in general plans

2. Organization of garbage deportation, including private

3. Establishment of network of hydrological or ichthyological nature reserves

4. Establishment of cultural-historic centers

5. Establishment of sub-division of environmental police in cities.
